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Wallar oo - 20th November 2008 until November 24th 2008.

Wallaroo issituated 141 km west of Adelaide on the eastern side of Spencer Gulf.

Fri 21st November 2008: After a somewhat late rise from bed, we packed lunch and headed towards Port Victoria to
have a look around and hoping to be able to return to Wallaroo via a coastal road if we could find one. It was still
overcast and threatening to rain for the early parts when we arrived at Port Victoria athough it didn't last long as we
started to see some sunshine break through the clouds. Port Victoria has two Caravan Parks, both of which didn't appeal
to either of usto stop at with both of them looking a bit run down and overcrowded.
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From Port Victoria we found a dirt road which took us north along the coast heading for Port Hughes. As we drove
along we came across an area which was called Chinamans Well which consisted of arock free firm sandy beach with a
row of shacks on the waters edge. These shack were what we would call shacks, not the multi story mansions that some
seem to want to build now a days. The beach reminded us a little of the Eighty Mile beach near Broome in Western

Australia.

As we followed the two wheel track along the coast, it had crossed our mind that there would be some nice camping
spots right on the water if only it was possible to get a caravan to them as the road was only just wide enough for a
AWD to get through let alone anything any wider. It wasn't long before we had arrived at Balgowan where we found the
small area set aside for caravanners and campers where there was powered sited and facilities available. The camping
area was on top of the cliff looking out over the gulf. The red cliffs on the western side would look nice late afternoon
during the sunset. This place was noted and we intend on spending a few weekends here very soon.
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Just north of Balgowan we stopped at Tiparra Rocks where there was limited camping room with the cliff face offering
plenty of opportunities for the fisher person. The road allowed us to drive all the way to the cliff edge and most of the
water along this part of the coast was accessible with the vehicle or it was just a quick walk over a sand dune to get to
the water.

After leaving Tiparra Rocks, the road took us along some changing coastal scenery which varied from rocks where there
were people fishing to sand dunes that were steep leading all the way to the water. As we got closer to Port Hughes, the
road became very dusty from the wheat trucks as they carted the grain to the silos. Once we had caught up to the B-
Double carting grain we knew by the dust that he was making that we had no chance of getting in front of him before
Port Hughes.

Port Hughes has two Caravan Parks, both which are run by the same booking office. Now the middle of the afternoon
and the wind was still blowing as strong as it ever had during the day. Normally the boat ramp car park would be nearly
fun on anice day but today the wind had stopped that. The new Greg Norman developement was now taking shape with
its location being to the eastern side of the larger Caravan Park.
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Moonta Bay, Moonta and Port Hughes is now almasttaurb of each other with all of the developement that have gone
ahead in the area over the last five to ten years so it wasn't very long before we were at Moonta Bay. Our two dogs,

Ruby and Missie had a ball running around on the beach here where they were not the least bit worries about getting

wet and then having to get backthe car for the final leg back Wallaroo.
